VIRUS
A strand of hereditary material surrounded by a protein coating, no nucleus, other organelles, no cell membrane, variety of shapes
HOST CELL
Viruses live in living cells, this is were they make copies of themselves. 

* In a host cell they can be active and multiply, or latent inactive, not multiply.

*It’s heredity material becomes part of the cell.


* As the host cell reproduces the viral DNA is copied.


*Virus can be latent for many years.


*Certain conditions can activate the virus.

*Viral Infection- first attaches the surface of the host cell.
*Bacteriophages- viruses that infect bacteria
